In
the 16th century, it was the first
major city to proclaim its support
for the reformatory beliefs of
Martin Luther and defended the
new religious movement against
the forces of the Holy Roman
Emperor. During this religious
war, the city was completely
destroyed in 1631. Its recon-
struction was organised by the
brilliant scientist and mayor,
Otto von Guericke, to whom the
university owes its name.

He
discovered vacuum technology
and electrostatics, and conduct-
ed experiments on air pressure,
vacuums and electricity. In 1654
he fascinated the world with
his hemisphere experiment at
the Imperial Diet in Regensburg.
Sixteen horses could not break
apart something that atmospher-
ic air pressure alone was holding
together — two halves of a cop-
per sphere created by Guericke.
Otto von Guericke pumped
out all of the air.

ADMISSION REQUIREMENTS

In order to study at the University of
Magdeburg you will need a certifi-
cate providing evidence of the level
of education you have attained so
far and which entitles you to study in
Germany. To commence studying for
a Master’s degree, you must already
have obtained a first academic de-
gree. The recognition of qualifications
varies according to the country of
origin. For many courses, additional
subject \

requirements apply, or there may be
a limit to the number of admissions.
Furthermore, for some courses, prac-
tical experience is required before
you can begin your studies. Whether
or not an applicant may be admitted
will only be decided after his or her
application documents have been
examined.

Preparatory College
Not every secondary school diploma
obtained abroad is enough to en-
title its holder to study in Ger-
many. Foreign applicants
without a recognised
diploma who wish to
